The body is arranged in a single-column format and the font size is 11 pt. The references are cited with a number between brackets, like [1]. The references are shown at the end of the text, as given in this example. The font size is 10 pt. for the references. Figures can be inserted at suitable positions (Fig. 1). It is of note that the abstract will be published in black and white.
